II GENERAL CONDITIONS

Art.2. Eligibility

2.1. E.O.S. Peugeot Rally 2005 is Estonian Rally Championship Round V (for groups A, N and E). 

III ROUTE DESCRIPTION

3.1. GENERAL DATA:
Overall length: 392,78 km

Number of special stages: 12

Total distance of stages: 120,88 km; 5,38 km of it on asphalt 

Rally consists of two Legs and three Sections.

Number of stages run twice: 6

Total length of different special stages: 60,44 km.

Detailed route, timetables, controls TC will be presented in the Road Book.

3.2. Prohibited regions
Drivers, entrants and their representatives are strictly forbidden to visit following areas before 08.00 21 July 2005 (areas within perimetrical line connecting next towns/villages)

* Kambja – Otepää – Krootuse  – Vastse-Kuuste – Kambja 

* Otepää – Palupera – Puka – Sangaste – Kanepi –  Saverna – Otepää 

Offenders found in described regions by organisers or by police will not be allowed to start.

Prohibited regions will be issued on rally’s official website www.eos-rally.com .

IV ELIGIBLE CARS

Art.4. Eligible cars

Rally cars in compliance with FIA Code Appendix J for groups A and N are eligible. Also cars of national groups according to parent ASN regulations are allowed.

4.1. Special conditions

4.1.1. Underbody protection is allowed.

4.1.2. Mudflaps are permitted.

4.1.3. Installed extinguishing systems must comply with Appendix J of the FIA VM (Art.253.7) as follows:

a) compulsory for group A cars;

b) compulsory for group N cars;

c) recommended in all national groups by ASN stipulations.

The manual extinguishers are compulsory in all groups. A first aid kit and a reflecting triangles are obligatory in every car (a flashlight with yellow beam also strongly recommended for warning following cars).

4.1.4. Installation and use of radar detector is forbidden.

4.1.5. Only one spare turbo on each Leg of the rally may be used. 

Infringements will result in exclusion.

4.1.6. Using Avon tires with modified patterns is allowed.

4.3. If there would be three or less than three entrants in a class, the stewards may admit them in the next class up within group concerned.

V ENTRY FORM, ENTRIES

Art.5. Entry form, entry deadlines

5.1. The event is open for every legal or physical entity holding valid competitor’s licence.

5.1.1. Duly filled and signed entry application form, attached to present Supplementary Regulations, must reach the organisers by 10.00, 

July 11 2005 at the latest, accompanied by the payment of the entry fee. If the entry form is sent by facsimile, the original form with relevant payment document should reach the organisers by mail not later than, July 15, 2005.

Details concerning the co-driver can be specified until July 22 2005 (at the scrutineering)

5.1.2. Documentation will be held when recce materials are issued and following documents must be presented: 
· completed and signed entry form

The scrutineering and check up of documents will take place at Tartu Peugeot  Representing-Office, Ringtee 32, Tartu. In scrutineering will be checked following documents: 

· car registration certificate

· traffic insurance or Green Card:

foreign entrants with cars registered outside Estonia, should take Traffic Insurance policies (Green Cards) from home insurance companies. Rally vehicles without permanent registration plates  should be informed on before the closing date of Entries to Estonian ASN (e-mail eal@sport.ee, ph 372-6398666) for a temporary ASN registration. Rally-by-rally based R-series ASN numbers will be needed when taking out Traffic Insurance policies. Relevant plate stickers will be received during the Scrutineering against a handling fee of 50 EEK. Authorization letter, issued by the EASU, must be in possession of the crew throughout the Event for possible police checking.
· ASN technical card for Estonian crews 

· homology book with amendments about A and N groups

 Competitions numbers, plates and advertising stickers must be affixed before the scrutineering by the entrants themselves. Only the competition car arrives to the scrutineering, service vehicles must be left at the “Astar Transport” area Sepa 26, Tartu!

5.1.4. Marking of turbos will take place Friday, 22 July according to scrutineering timetable.
5.1.5. No parc ferme after scrutineering.
5.2. The maximum numbers of entrants is fixed at 90 cars.

VI ENTRY FEES, INSURANCE

Art.6. Entry fees

6.1. The entry fees are grouped as follows:

6.1.1. Prescribed entry fees are applicable only for those accepting the full set of Organizer’s advertisings.

6.2.The entry applications will only be accepted if accompanied by total amount of the fee or with relevant letter of guarantees from ASN.

6.3.Entry fees will be refunded in full:

6.3.1. to applicants whose entry has not been accepted

6.3.2. in case of the rally not taking place in circumstances not depending on organisers, refund 75%.

6.3.3. organisers may refund 25 % of the entry fee to those unable to start due to force major, duly certified by parent ASN.

6.4. Insurance

6.4.1. All competition cars must hold valid traffic insurance policy or Green Card, covering liabilities towards third party. Estonian traffic law binds throughout the event.

6.4.2. EAL sanction for E.O.S. Peugeot Rally 2005 is accompanied by insurance up to 4.000.000 EEK towards third parties on special stages 

(policy no. 88981 Seesam Insurance Ltd.).
VII ADVERTISING

7.1. Competition numbers, rally plates and advertising should be affixed on the cars before the scrutineering, spaces shown on drawing in Appendix 1 and stay until the end of rally. Re-placing or re-decorating (such as cutting smaller etc.) the advertising stickers will be considered as infringement. 

Infringement results in cash penalty up to 5000.- EEK.

VIII GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

Art.8. General obligations

8.1. Checking of driver’s helmets and equipment will take place at the scrutineering.

8.2. ID card is not required.

8.3. Infringements will be registered on time card.

8.4. Competition numbers, rally plates

8.4.1. Organisers will provide each crew with a rally plate to be affixed to the front of the car for the duration of the rally (Appendix 1). This plate must not, even partially, cover the car’s registration plate.

8.4.2. Organisers provide each crew with two competition numbers, to be affixed on both front doors of the car for the whole rally (Appendix 1).

8.5. Reconnaissance

8.5.1. The reconnaissance material will be available for competitors from rally HQ, Tartu Peugeot Centre, Tartu:

Wednesday, 20 July at 17.00 – 20.00

Thursday, 21 July at 07.30 – 10.00 
The permitted passage limits will be penalised:

1st infringement: cash penalty 5000.-EEK

2nd infringement: start refused

8.5.2. When signing for recce documents, competitors must inform on details of the reconnaissance car, mobile phone numbers and accommodation details.

8.5.3. Reconnaissance is allowed by following schedule:

Thursday, 21 July 2005: 

at 08.00 - 13.00  SS7 (SS10), SS8 (SS11), SS9 (SS12) 

at 13.00 - 17.00 SS3 (SS5), SS4 (SS6)

Reconnaissance on SS1 (SS2) is not limited.

Reconnaissance on all Stages is allowed three time (3), runs will be registered by Judges of Facts.

Unauthorised early reconnaissance before 08.00, 21 July 2005, will result in start refusal (see 3.2.).

8.5.4.Crews are not allowed to drive in the opposite direction of the rally on the SS.
8.5.5. A maximum speed limit of 80 kph is imposed on all stages during reconnaissance unless a lower limit is indicated by traffic signs, organiser’s signs or set by Road Book. The crews must drive in a manner which does not endanger other traffic or cause inconvenience for people living near the stage roads.
Organiser and Police will control speeds and driving conduct during reconnaissance. Infringements will be penalised also by Estonian traffic law. Use of radar detectors is forbidden under pain of start refusal.

Organiser will penalise infringements at the scrutineering after receiving the note from Police or Judges of Facts as follows:

- first time – 1000.- EEK

- second time – 2000.- EEK

- third time – Stewards of the Meeting.

8.5.6. Reconnaissance cars

Reconnaissance may be carried out using series production cars for general road traffic (FIA 14.3.):

Only tyres for general road traffic, are allowed for reconnaissance cars. Any tyres with “rally” thread are prohibited! 

Infringements will be penalised as follows:

- first time – 5000.- EEK

- second time – Stewards of the Meeting
Checking and marking of recce vehicles will be carried out at rally HQ, Tartu Peugeot Centre, Ringtee 32 Tartu during signing on for recce materials.
8.6. All infringements of the reconnaissance regulations will be reported to the Stewards, who may apply penalties under Art.152 of FIA. Relevant reports may be handed over to offender’s ASN.
8.7. Shakedown 
By coordinator is organized shakedown on Thursday, 21 July, 18.00 - 20.00 on by Tartu-Otepää road in Kintsli crossroad. Exact location in the Roadbook. Competitors must have pace-notes ready before shakedown.  

Shakedown for FIA A – priority cars on Friday, 22 July at 09.00 – 13.00 in Raiga - Räbi road.

IX    RUNNING OF THE RALLY

9.1. Official time throughout of the rally will be Estonian Time, broadcasted by radio “Eesti Raadio”.
9.2. The start of the rally (starting time of for first crew) will be at 18.30 on 22 July 2005 , cars will be started from Raekoja plats (Town Hall Square), Tartu. 

9.2.1.  All cars must arrive at 17.00 – 17.30 into pre-starting area for line-up. No parc ferme imposed at the starting area (still no service allowed).  
9.3. Exact time of start will be on official announcement board and 
on the timecard. 

9.3.1. All crews on Leg 1 Section 1 will be started at 2-minute intervals.

9.3.2. In the end of Leg 1 Section 1 parc ferme is imposed (Otepää Skiing Stadion, Nüpli village, Otepää).

9.3.3. First ten (10) cars will be started on Saturday, 23 July 2005 (Section 2 and 3) at 2-minute intervals and cars will be marked with stickers.

9.4. To AKP TC 2C and TC14 is allowed to arrive earlier without penalty.

Retired crews must inform rally HQ (phone +372 7 300 683) on their retirement reasons, place and time; hand back their time card to nearest control and remove competition numbers and rally plate from the car.
9.5. Starting on a special stage:
During the first running minute of start  the time card will be given to the crew.

30 seconds before start – 1 blue light ignites

15 seconds before start – 2 blue lights

10 seconds before start – 3 blue lights

5 seconds before start – 1 red light

4 seconds before start – 2 red lights

3 seconds before start – 3 red lights

2 seconds before start – 4 red lights

1 second before start – 5 red lights

Start – all 5 red lights will go off

In case of false start, recorded by a beam 50 cm in front of start-line, blue lights start to flash

9.6. Servicing

Service and changing of tyres is allowed only  in Service Parks specified in the Road Book and refuelling only within Refuel area.  Only service vehicles marked with the sticker given by the organizer are allowed to the service park, recce vehicles are not allowed to the service park!

9.6.1. Each crew must have at least 3x5 m big waterproof cover under the car at the Service Parks.

9.7. Regroupings

During rally there will be four (4) regroupings:

before entering to the Service Parks B, C, D, E – starting intervals corrected, resulted from retirements and/or late arrivals. Target starting time shown on Time Card

9.7.1. Crews who have retired on the first Section of the rally may re-start by the permission of the Clerk of the Course, Technical Scrutineers and the Rally Doctor on the following conditions:

· a crew who has failed to get an entry on Time Card (has retired on a Special Stage or a road section following an SS)  may re-start a subsequent Leg if the crew:

a) informs the Clerk of the Course, Technical Scrutineers and Rally Doctor of its retirement on the present Leg and of the wish to re-start the subsequent Leg.

b) makes an appointment with the Technical Scrutineers for scrutineering before servicing and makes an appointment with Rally Doctor for examination of the crew.

c) completes an application for re-start (included in the Road Book) and presents it to the Clerk of the Course, signed by Technical Scrutineers and Rally Doctor.

d) presents the car to the Technical Scrutineers in Service Park for scrutineering after servicing. 

e) The car has to be shown to the Technical Scrutineers at Service Park before 24.00 on July 22, 2005. 

9.7.2. The crew receives the 5-minute time penalty for every SS not finished, which will be added to the best result of the class the crew is competing (or if absent, the class up) within group concerned.  The best result of the class is considered to be the best time of the crew, who finishes the Leg without retirement. If the crew retires on the road section after the last SS also 5-minute time penalty will be imposed. During the transportation of the retired competition car to the service area FIA Art.12.1.2 and 12.2.1-12.2.4. not imposed. Starting time for crews, who receive permission to re-start will be issued by the Clerk of the Course, who considers the safety.
9.7.3. After TC 13A will be the holding for podium.

9.7.4. The maximum SS time decreed in Estonian National Championship Rally regulations is used during the Rally, formula of which is M=L x 1,2, where M is maximum time in minutes, seconds etc., L is length of the SS in km’s. Maximum time is set for crews, who exceed the maximum time limit on the SS. 

9.8. If a crew is involved in an accident in which a member of public or the crew sustains physical injury, the drivers must report on this immediately (see GP APP IV, Art 3.3). Crewmembers, failing to use OK/SOS labels, may be excluded by the decision of the Stewards.

X    SUMMARY OF PENALTIES

See Appendix 2.

XI    PROTESTS, APPEALS

11.1. Protest fee, set by ASN, is 5000.-EEK
11.2. If the protest requires dismantling and reassembly of different parts of the car, the claimant must pay an additional deposit specified by the scrutineers:

- for a protest involved a clearly defined part of the car (engine, transmission, steering, braking system, electrical installation, bodywork etc.): fee of 1000.-EEK

- for a protest involving the whole car: fee of 2000.-EEK
11.3. All expenses incurred by the executed work and by the transportation of the car shall be borne by claimant if the protest is unfounded, or by the competitor against whom the protest was lodged if the claim was upheld.
11.4. If the protest is unfounded and if the actual expenses incurred by the protest (scrutineering, transport, etc.) are higher than the deposit amount, the difference shall be borne by the claimant conversely if the expenses are less. The difference shall be returned to them.
11.5. Appeal fees:

· ASN 10 000.-EEK

· FIA      4600.-EUR

13.2. Team competitions 

 A team will be made up of 2 – 3 crews. Every person who has the registration licence or his agent can denounce one or more crews to contest. One crew may be entered in only one team. Teams results will be determined by smallest amount of penalties in time of two best-placed crews. If one car will be eliminated from competition or two cars will cancel the competition, then all team won’t be consulted.
