II GENERAL DEFINITION

Art.2 Definition
2.1 Suveralli 2003 for Eedo Raide Cup is organized as round 3 of Estonian Youth Rally Championships, 

      round 3 of Every Mans Rally Cup and round 4 of Latvian Championships for Standard Cars. 

III ROUTE DESCRIPTION 

Art.3 General data
3.1 Overall length: ca. 80 km
      Special stages: 6, no precision driving stages
      Total distance of special stages: 9 km
      Number of stages run more then once: 3
      Rally consists of one Leg, divided into 2 sections, with a service halt at Vasalemma.
      Time controls and special stages will be presented in the Road Book. 
      Average speed on road sections is no more then 60 km/h.
      Official time of the rally is Estonian Time, broadcasted by radio Eesti Raadio on every full hour.
3.2 Service halt in Vasalemma is about 1 hour. There will be no Parc Fermé, but competitors are not 

      allowed to leave the area in their rally cars.
3.3 There can be secret check points on the route. No time is taken in these points, but they are used 

      to observe that traffic rules and road book are correctly followed (penalties for infringements 

      according to appendix 2). These check points are marked with a stationary STOP sign or for moving 

      check points with a hand-held STOP sign. 

3.4 Because of repair work on the Vasalemma rallycross cirquit competitors are not allowed to train 

      on the track or surrounding non-paved roads during 10.-18 of July 2003. The track is not otherwise 

      off limits during this time. 

IV VEHICLES

Art.4 Vehicles
4.1 Eligible vehicles are all two and four wheel drive passanger cars which comply with the 

      technical rules of Every Mans Rally and have a valid insurance. Throughout the entire rally 

      the competitors must strictly observe the Estonian Traffic Law. 

4.2 The use of rental car is allowed only when the crew has a written permission from the owner 

      of the car.

4.3 Classes:
      4.3.1 Young drivers under 18 years old (J18), only two wheel drive cars
      4.3.2 Women (N), only two wheel drive cars
      4.3.3 Two wheel drive cars up to 1620 cc (2WDa)

      4.3.4 Two wheel drive cars over 1620 cc (2WDb)
      4.3.5 Four wheel drive cars (4WD)
      4.3.6 Teams – best team is awarded with a cup. 

               Teams consist of 2 or 3 cars, every car is only allowed to be a part of one team. The best 

               team is the one which two highest placed cars have the lowest combined time. In case of 

               equal times, the victory goes to the team who has a higher placed car in the overall rankings. 

               If a team has one car removed from the rally or two of it’s cars fail to finish, the teams result 

               will not be accounted for. 

4.4 Only junior class drivers (J18) are allowed to compete with sports cars that have EAL-s 

      Technical Licence. This licence must be valid and the cars must comply with the technical rules. 
V COMPETITORS
Art.5 Competitors 

5.1 Youth rally crews are made up of two persons, an adult with a valid drivers licence and a young 

      driver under 18 years old. The young driver must have a valid EAL-s Youth Licence. 

5.2 Every mans rally crews are made up of two persons, first driver and co-driver. First driver must 

      have a valid drivers licence and the co-driver must be at least 12 years old. Both crew members 

      must have a valid competitor card. 

5.3 Documents needed in the signing-on:

      YOUNG DRIVER -  EAL-s Youth Licence, filled entry form.

      ADULT DRIVER -  drivers licence (only full licences are allowed), valid life insurance, cars certificate 

      of registration, a document allowing the use of the car (if the car does not belong to the driver), filled 

      entry form.
   Every mans rally

      FIRST DRIVER -  valid drivers licence, valid Competitor card, cars certificate of registration, a 

      document allowing the use of the car (if the car does not belong to the driver), filled entry form.
      CO-DRIVER -  valid Competitor card, filled entry form.

Latvian competitors must have a valid Latvian Auto Sport Union licence.

5.4 If one of these documents is missing or invalid the competitor will not be allowed to start. 

5.5 All competitors must show their helmets to the technical scrutineers. Helmets must comply 

      with safety rules (Every Mans Rally technical rules). 
VI REGISTRATION AND ENTRY FEES

Art. 6 Registration and entry fees
6.1 Entries are closed on Friday, July 18, 2003 at 18.00. 
      Registration is possible through internet at  www.rally.ee 
      or by phone  +37 250 48 829 
6.2 Entry fees are fixed as follows:

      Youth rally:             200.- EEK/crew

      Every mans rally:    500.- EEK/crew

      Entry fee must be paid at the signing on (18.07 or 19.07.2003).
      6.2.1 The entry fee will not be refunded, if at the signing-on:

               the documents required by Art. 5.3.1, Art. 5.3.2 and/or Art. 5.3.3 

               are invalid or some/all of them are missing. 

6.3 It is possible to complete the singing-on on the 18th of July at Vasalemma from 17.00-18.00. The 

      Road Book will be given to all competitors on the 19th of July, but those who have completed the 

      pre-signing-on can participate in the test stage. 

6.4 The maximum number of entrants is no more then 120 crews that have passed both the signing-on 

      and technical scrutineering. 

VII ADVERTISING

Art.7 Advertising (see APPENDIX 1)
7.1 The organizers are allowed to reserve areas on the cars for advertising according to appendix 1. 

      Advertising stickers must remain on the car until the end of the rally. 

7.2 If the competitors refuse organizers advertising, the starting fee will be doubled (1000.- EEK). 

      Competitors may not refuse number plates (APPENDIX 1, pos. 1). All stickers must me properly

      placed.

VIII GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

Art.8 Crews
8.1 Only crews made up of two persons are allowed to start.
8.2 The two crew members are nominated as first driver and co-driver.
      Youth rally: first driver – young driver, co-driver – adult driver.
      Every mans rally: first driver (valid drivers licence), co-driver
8.3 Both crew members must be in the car during all special stages, helmets and seat-belts on. Only 

      first driver is allowed to drive the car on special stages. 

      If one member of the crew retires or if a third party is admitted on board, the car will be excluded 

      from the rally. 

8.4 Both crew members must be in the car during road sections; in the youth class the co-driver is at 

      the wheel. If a third party is admitted on board (exept if this is to transport an injured person), the 

      car will be excluded from the rally. 

      8.4.1 If a youth class driver has a restricted drivers licence, he/she can be at the wheel on road 

               sections; the car must then have all the signs required by Estonian Traffic Law and 

               Regulations. 
8.5 The organizers will supply each crew with two competition numbers (32x33 cm), that must appear 

      on both front doors or rear side windows of the car during the whole rally. 

IX RUNNING OF THE EVENT

Art.9 Starting order, technical scrutineering, test stage
9.1 Starting order will be awarded by the organizers. The order is determined by the results of the

      previous Cup and Championship races. Starting order is revealed on July 18, 2003 at 12.00 on the 

      Suveralli 2003 homepage at www.rally.ee
      Start number 1 will be awarded to last years Suveralli winner, if he/she has registered. 

9.2 All competitors who have completed the pre-signing-on can take part in the test stage meant for 

      testing the timing system. Test stage will be held on the 18th of July at Vasalemma go-kart track 

      (from 18.30-20.00). Competitors must follow all Every Mans Rally rules. Every crew is allowed to 

      pass the stage three times, but only in the given time limit. Both registered crew members must be in 

      the car during the test stage. 

9.3 The scrutineering will take place on the 19th of July from 8.00-10.30 at Vasalemma rallycross cirquit. 

      After the scrutineering the cars must be parked at the pre-start area. 

9.4 Starting intervals:  less then 60 crews – 2 minutes

                                   more then 60 crews – 1 minute

9.5 The first car will start from Vasalemma rallycross cirquit on the 19th of July at 11.00. 

      Starting area is not designated as Parc Fermé, but servicing is prohibited and rally cars are not 

      allowed to leave the area. 

9.6 Special Stage (SS) starting procedure

      The start for the SS is given when all 5 red lights on the electronic timing clock go off simultaneously. 

      The clock will show the last minute before the start and on the 55th second the first red light on top of 

      the clock will go on. On the 56th second the second light will go on, on the 57th third, on the 58th 

      fourth and on the 59th fifth. At 00 seconds all five lights will go off which signalles the start. False 

      start is registered via an electronic beam. 

9.7 Starting times for the second section of the rally will be corrected at the service halt, taking into 

      account any retirements and late arrivals. 

9.8 Last Time Control of the Leg can be entered before the target check-in time. This carries no penalty. 

      Repairs and refuelling are freely permitted throughout the rally on areas specially described in the 

      Road Book servicing column. 

X SUMMARY OF PENALTIES

XI PROTESTS, CLASSIFICATIONS, PRIZES

Art. 11 Protests

11.1 Competitors can make protests about the completion of the route no more than 15 minutes 

        after their own arrival at the finish.

11.2 Protests about the results can be made no more than 30 minutes after the provisional results 

        have been revealed. 

11.3 Technical protests about other competitors cars can be made no more than 20 minutes after the 

        finish of the last competitor. 

11.4 Written protest and protest fee (2500.- EEK) must be delivered to the Clerk of the Course. Protest 

        fee will not be returned if the protest is judged unfounded. 

Art. 12 Classifications
12.1 Penalties will be expressed in hours, minutes, seconds and 1/10 of seconds. 

        The final results will be determined by adding the times obtained on Special Stages and the 

        penalties incurred during road sections (expressed in time). The crew with the lowest total will be 

        proclaimed the overall winner, the next lowest second and so on. The class results will be 

        determined the same way. 

12.2 In the case of equal times, the competitor who accomplished a better time on the first Special Stage 

        will be proclaimed the winner. If this is not sufficient, the times of second, third, fourth etc Special 

        Stages will be taken into consideration. 

Art. 13 Prizes
13.1 Three best crews of each class will be awarded with cups.
13.2 Best club/team will be awarded with a cup.

13.3 Organizers and sponsors can also give additional prizes according to overall and special stage 

        results. 

13.4 Competitors must take part in the prize giving ceremony, otherwise they will lose their right to 

        additional prizes.

13.5 The cars of the three best overall crews must be placed near the starting gate before the prize 

        giving ceremony.
