II. ORGANISATION OF THE COMPETITION

1. Organisers .

1.1. Rally “MILZIS-2003” is organized by Autosport club “TBM” in cooperation with the Standard Car Commission of the Latvian Automobile Federation (LAF) and Estonian Auto Sport Union.

1.2. The competition is regulated by LAF Sports Code, the statute of championship of 2003, its supplement, regulatin of “MILZIS-2003” and the existing traffic rules in the Republic of Latvia.

III. GENERAL RULES

1. Route.

1.1. Route of the rally is made along the roads of general usage of the Republic of Latvia.

1.2. The length of the route is 250 km. Start interval – 1 min.

1.3. The route was measured in August, 2003. 

1.4. The official document of the route is the legend with the map-scheme of the route as a supplementary document.

1.5. Getting acquainted with the track is not possible.

1.6. There may be speed limitations envisaged in the legend in some parts of the track. Ignoring this point will be penalized as violation of traffic rules.

2. Cars of the competitors.

2.1. Cars of any models which undergo the technical standards of LAF and traffic rules can take part in the rally.

2.2. The Cars must be insured with obligatory civil rights insurance policy.

2.3. “SLICK” type tyres are prohibited. Violation of this forbids start.

2.4. Automobiles are divided into classes according to regulations of the Latvian Republic (2WD<1600 ; 2WD>1600 ; 4WD; open).

2.5. Every car must have informative signs – a Red Cross on the white field and green letters “OK” on the white field.

3. Participants.

3.1. Any person who can take part the following documents have to be presented:

3.2. driver’s licence of the Category;

3.3. vehicle’s registration licence;

3.4. obligatory civil insurance policy of the vehicle;

3.5. accident insurance, not less than Ls 500,- ;

3.6. LAF SAK (Standard Automobile Commission) licence ( participants with single licence cannot have an access to the total estimation and cannot fulfil the qualification standards).

3.7. Every participant is responsible for its conduct, consequences and caused material damage.

4. Application.

4.1. Every applicant who wants to take part in the rally “MILZIS-2003” has to fill up an application or its copy and send to Organizer Autosport club “TBM”, Rupniecibas str. 2a , Jaunpiebalga, Cesu raj., LV 4125.

4.2. Aplication forms without the document confirming the payment for the participation are not accepted. In this case the Organizer can act according to his own viewpoint.

4.3. After the preliminary application forms participants have the right to substitute the 2nd driver.

4.4. Preference to the participants having applied beforehand.

4.5.  With his signature the participant ensures that he is informed about the sports code the Republic of Latvia, the statutes of the Rally-2003 and “MILZIS-2003” and is ready to fulfil these terms.

5. Participation fee.

5.1. The participation fee for each crew is Ls 20,-.

5.2. The participation fee sent after 5.sept.2003. is Ls 50,-.

5.3. If any member of the crew doesn’t have SAK yearly licence, then Ls 3,- is to be paid for any single licence.

5.4. Participation fee is to be transferred to Autosport club “TBM” bank account in Cēsis branch bank of Hansabank, code HABALV22, account 551003755461  or personally in the secretariat of the rally.

6. Start order, numbers.

6.1. Start order is set by the Organizer, according to the Regulation point 4.1.

6.2. The Organizer is responsible for the start numbers and signs of recognition.

6.3. The crew is penalized in case it lacks numbers or rally emblem.
7. Competition course.

7.1. During the competition the participants have to observe the existing traffic rules of LR, except the additional competition stages which take place in closed for traffic parts of the road.

7.2. For violating the traffic rules recorded by referees the police, the penalties are:

· first violation – +10 sec

· second violation - +20 sec

· third violation – DQ (disqualification)

7.3. During the additional competition the participants have to use helmets. For violating this rule follows expulsion from the competition.

7.4. Fixed during the rally, penalties are to be paid in the secretariat till the announcement of the previous results. Not carrying out this point, the result of the crew is not evaluated.

7.5. If the car is in the LK (time control) zone and is late in handing in the control card more than 1 minute, the referees fix it and mark the time the car has crossed the zone border. The time is written in full minutes. ( SC 42.5)

8. Characteristics of additional competitions

8.1. Additional competitions- regularity (gravel, asphalt), sprints- gravel+ asphalt. The organizer maintains the right to change the order and character of the additional competitions.

9. Advertising

9.1. If the participant refuses to place the stickers given by the organizer- penalty Ls10.

10. Protests

10.1. Protests about the course of the competition are to be handed in not later than 30 minutes after the announcement of the previous results.

10.2. Making a protest you pay Ls 30 caution money.

10.3. If he protest is satisfied, caution money is repaid.

11. Closed park

11.1. For delay of replacing the car in prestart zone as well as for delay of the crew to leave closed park (SP) territory- penalty Ls5

12. Prizes/ Awards.

12.1. If 10 crews have participated, then 1st- 3rd place winners are awarded. If less, only the 1st place winner gets the award.

12.2. If at least 6 crews have participated in the team competition –1st- 3rd place winners are awarded. If less, only the first place gets the prize.

12.3. The organizers and rally supporters may have special prizes to other participants.
