II   TRAINING ROUTE DESCRIPTION
2.1.General data

Number of special stages: 4

Training consists of one Lap and Lap is divided to two Sections.

Total mileage for recce 13,50 km.
Detailed route, timetables, controls TC of the training day will be presented in the Road Book.

III   ELIGIBLE CARS OF THE TRAINING DAY
Art. 3 Eligible cars

Rally cars in compliance with FIA Code Appendix J for groups A and N are eligible for the training day. Also cars of national (E) groups according to parent ASN regulations are allowed.

3.1. Special conditions

3.1.1. Underbody protection is allowed.

3.1.2. Mudflaps are allowed.
3.1.4. Installed extinguishing systems must comply with Appendix J of the FIA VM (Art.253.7) as follows:

a) compulsory for group A cars;

b) compulsory for group N cars;

c) recommended for group E (by ASN stipulation)

The manual extinguishers are compulsory in all groups, also A first aid kit and reflecting triangles are obligatory in every car ( besides a flashlight with yellow beam for warning following cars is obligatory).

3.1.5. Installation and use of radar detector is forbidden.
3.1.6. Safety film on side windows is compulsory for groups A and N.
IV   ENTRY FORM,  ENTRIES,  SCRUTINEERING

Art. 4 Entry form, entry deadlines 

4.1. The event is open for every race-driver who has valid competitor’s licence.

4.1.1. Entry application  form can complete www.rally.ee or  send to the organisers e-mail address kape555@hotmail.com or to the fax 78 22 645 by 23.00 o’clock on July 15 2004 at the latest. The payment of the entry fee will be maid to account of the organizer (also can pay spot cash).

4.1.2. Pre-start scrutineering
All cars and crewmembers taking part in the training day must come to pre-start scrutineering on Saturday, July 17 2004 at 08.00 - 10.00 in Service Park (Ruusmäe). Presence of the driver and a map reader is not obligatory. 

Competitions numbers and possible advertising stickers must be affixed before the scrutineering. 

4.2. The maximum numbers of entrants is fixed at 25 cars.

5.3. The entry applications will only be accepted if total amount of the entry fee is on organizers bank account by July 15 2004. 

5.4. Entry fees will be refunded:
5.4.1. In full to applicants whose entry has not been accepted
5.4.2. In case of the training day not taking place in circumstances not depending on organisers, refund 75%.

5.4.3. Organisers may refund 25 % of the entry fee to those unable to start due to force major, duly certified by parent ASN.

5.5. Insurance 

5.5.1. All competition cars must hold valid traffic insurance policy or Green Card, covering liabilities towards third party. Estonian traffic law binds throughout the event.

VI   GENERAL OBLIGATIONS

Art.6 General obligations 

6.1. Checking of driver’s helmets and equipment will take place at the scrutineering.

6.2. Training-number

6.2.2. Organisers provide each crew with one training-number, to be affixed to the right corner of top of the frontglass for the whole period of the training.

6.3. Reconnaissance
6.3.1. The reconnaissance material will be available from: Service Parc, Ruusmäe          OÜ Meisli
6.3.2. To receive the reconnaissance materials each crew and crew members participating in training day must present the following documents:

life insurance (foregin drivers)

6.3.3. Reconnaissance is allowed by following schedule: 

From July 17 at 07.30 

6.3.4. Crews are not allowed to drive in the opposite direction of the ”rally” on the SS.
6.3.5. A maximum speed limit of 80 kph is imposed on all stages during reconnaissance unless a lower limit is indicated by traffic signs, organiser’s signs or set by Road Book. The crews must drive in a manner that does not endanger other traffic or cause inconvenience for people living near the stage roads.
6.3.6. Reconnaissance cars
Reconnaissance may be carried out using series production cars for general road traffic that are in conformity with the traffic law (FIA GP Art.14.3).

VII   RUNNING OF THE TRAINING DAY

7.1. Official time throughout of the training day will be Estonian Time, broadcasted by radio “Eesti Raadio”.
7.2. All cars will start at 1-minute intervals to all special stages, start is in „living„ order. 

7.3. The start of the training day, starting time for first crew will be at 10.00 on July 17, cars will be started from Võrumaa , Ruusmäe Service Park.

7.5. Starting on a special stage
Time Card will be handed to the crew during the pre-start minute. 

Start: with rising flag

False start is registered by flag referee

7.6. Servicing

Service, refueling and changing of tyres is allowed only in Service Park specified in Road Book.
Service park has the tire fitting equipment.  

7.7. Accidents involving crew or spectator injuries must be reported according to FIA regulations (App. IV 3.3) via security communications by the drivers. In any case the Road Book OK/SOS signs must be used.
